y CARE / MAINTENANCE <

OPENING/CLOSING THE POOL

ALWAYS CHECK THAT THE POOL WATER LEVEL IS CONSTANT AND IN LINE WITH THE
RECOMMENDATIONS SET OUT IN THIS MANUAL.

WHEN OPENING OR CLOSING THE COVER, YOU MUST ENSURE THAT THERE ARE NO
SWIMMERS IN THE WATER AND ALWAYS KEEP AN EYE ON THE POOL.

« It is essential that the slatted cover is always fully opened or closed. Never leave it
halfway.

+ When using an automatic cleaner under the cover, check that the hose does not
interfere with the movement of the slats when opening and closing the cover.

« It is essential that floating objects are removed from the surface of the water when
closing the cover.

+ Do not obstruct the slatted cover during rolling or unrolling.
+ Do not operate the slatted cover in case of frost.

+ Opening and closing the pool requires a single person (the process takes 2 minutes),
and locking or unlocking the locking kits takes around 3 minutes.

- Never leave an object on the cover (towel, rubber ring, etc.) because strong sunlight
can cause the slats to expand locally and the warranty will no longer be valid.

+ Never cover a slatted cover with a product not designed for this purpose as the slats
may become misshapen.



y CARE / MAINTENANCE

Any person working on the electrical parts must be qualified and must comply with
the manufacturer's instructions and with the standards and regulations in force.

During any work, the technician must wear his PPE (personal protective equipment):
gloves, glasses, mat, etc.

We recommend cutting off power to the installation before any work.

POOL WATER LEVEL

« For optimum safety and for the cover to work properly, always check that the pool
water level remains constant and is in line with the manufacturer's recommendations
(for better comfort, use an overflow and water level regulator).

+ A level that is too high is the result of an overflow that is blocked by leaves or other
objects.

+ A level that is too low creates the risk of blockages.

- If the pool is built with a groove or a handrail, the water level must be controlled by a
level regulator.

FILTRATION & WATER TREATMENT

+ Schedule filtering during the hours the pool receives direct sunlight and have it run-
ning constantly when the water reaches 25°C.

« In order to guarantee the longevity of your installation, the pool water must be cor-
rectly treated according to the standards and recommendations in force (NF EN
16713-3)

» The pH, TH and TAC of the water should be checked and adjusted as often as neces-
sary (however, care should be taken not to correct these 3 parameters independently
of each other, but to do so using the Taylor table and balance the water according to
the 3 parameters analysed).

CARE (responsibility of the customer)

+ Clean your slatted cover thoroughly twice a year (when opening the pool for the
season and when winterising it). This is even more important if your pool water is hard.
To do this, use a descaling cleaner (see catalogue) and rinse with a water spray.

* Inspect the entire system if an abnormal load is placed on the cover (for example in
the event of a fall).

« Inspect the straps annually.

» Do not wash IPE duckboard with a high pressure washer, we recommend washing
them regularly with clean water and a non metallic brush.

y CARE / MAINTENANCE

WINTERISING

+ Winterise the pool in a way that is adapted to its geographical location.
+ Use the safety position to lock the cover.

+ We recommend that you install an Ivernéa winter shift or an Ivernéa Plus protective
covering to protect the slatted cover from UV rays and dirt.

MAINTENANCE

+ All repairs must be carried out by a professional, who will contact the manufacturer if
necessary.

+ All spare parts must be original or comply with standards.
* Inspect the entire slatted cover.

- At the start of the season and in the event of an incident (a person falling, hail on the
cover, abnormal force on the cover, etc.), it is essential to check that the slats do not
show any visible damage that could compromise the cover's safety function (slats
with cracks, holes, distortion, etc.). Replace the slats or the entire cover if necessary.

* In both summer and winter, do not place an opague cover on top of the slatted
cover.
This risks damaging the slats due to increased temperatures.
